(3) If2/3 or more of the registered team members are new immigrants, the
organizer will add points to the total score of the contest. Between 1 to 4
points will be added according to the number of new immigrant

(4) If an individual's household registration is a new immigrant of Penghu,
Kinmen, Matsu, Green Island, or Orchid Island, or if more than half of
the participants in a team are new immigrants from Penghu, Kinmen,
Matsu, Green Island, or Orchid Island, they will automatically qualify for
the finals.

(5) The registration for new immigrants must be accompanied by a
Household Registration Transcript or a photocopy of a Household
Certificate for qualification verification. On the day of the contest, please

be sure to bring the relevant original identification documents for identity

verification.
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B. Contest groups
Teams are divided into group A (1~3 participants) and group B (4~20
participants) based on the number of members.
Teams that have received the High Distinction Award in the finals within the
past three years are eligible to be promoted to Division I. However, if more
than one-third (rounded up) of the current team members were not part of the

original team from the past three years, the team will be relegated to Division

II.

e The Ministry of Education (MOE) encourages new immigrants and their
children to form teams to participate in the contest. At least 1/3 of each team
must be composed of new immigrants or their children. Participants of
different nationalities may form the same team to compete together.
e For example, a 15-person team registers for Group B, at least 5 of them
must be new immigrants or their children, that is 1 of them is Thai, 2 are

Vietnamese, 2 are Indonesian, and 10 are Taiwanese.
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Q : What kinds of identification documents are required for contestants?

A  New immigrants must provide the Republic of China (R.O.C., Taiwan)
National Identification Card or a valid R.O.C. (Taiwan) Resident Certificate.
Children of new immigrants must verify their identity by submitting a
Household Registration Transcript or a copy of the Household Certificate.
The submitted documents must clearly indicate the nationality of either the

father or the mother as a new immigrant.

e The dances are mainly based on the traditional dances of the new
immigrants’ mother countries. Due to the variety of nationalities and dances
of the new immigrants, the competition does not categorize entries by dance
type; the contestants should register with dances that showcase the cultural
characteristics of their countries.

e [f the participants are from multiple nationalities, please decide the type of
dance by yourself. For example, a team of 15 people registers for Group B,
consisting of 1 Thai, 2 Vietnamese, 3 Indonesian, and 9 Taiwanese
participants. The team may choose to perform a traditional dance from

either Thailand, Vietnam, or Indonesia.

there are no restrictions based on age or nationality. Parent-child teams are
also encouraged to participate. Participants or teams who have received a
High Distinction Award in the final round within the past three years will
be placed in Division I. Those who have not received a High Distinction
Award will be placed in Division II. Each division will be further divided
into Group A and Group B based on the number of applicants, and all
groups will compete in a mixed-age format. Contestants may register for

multiple teams and different dance routines in both Group A and B.

e Example 1:

o In 2022, Ani (Indonesian) and her mother teamed up to participate in the
Group A contest and received the High Distinction Awards in the Final.
Therefore, if Ani and her mother participate in the contest again this year,
they will be divided into Division I - Group A.

o If Ani finds 5 friends (1 Indonesian and 4 Taiwanese) to participate in
Group B contest this year, they will be assigned to Division II- Group B.

o Therefore, if Ani registers for both Group A and B contests, based on the
above combinations, she will participate in Division I - Group A and

Division II - Group B.

® Example 2:

o In 2023, a total of 8 members of Ming’s Dance Company participated in
the contest and received the High Distinction Awards in the Final. This
year, Ming’s Dance Company is applying again, but only 2 former
members remain in the team, while the other 6 are first-time participants.
In this case, they can register for Division II - Group B. However, if more

than 2/3 of the members are former members (more than 5), they should
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register for Division I - Group B.

e By registering for the contest, participants are deemed to have accepted all
relevant regulations and agree to fully comply with the rules stated. Any
violations of these rules will result in the organizer's right to disqualify the
participant or participants from the competition or from receiving awards.
The organizer also reserves the right to take legal action against any

behavior that disrupts the integrity of the event.
